Vocabulary is made up of
very frequent words but has
sufficient words and phrases
to get across the essentials of
the message aspired to.

Some evidence of knowledge of
simple punctuation rules, and the
independent spelling of very common
words.

Can adapt and build on to a few learnt patterns to make a series of
short and simple sentences. This may be a short description or set of

Can use some words which may resemble L1, but on the whole the
message is recognisable to a reader who does not know the L1.
Spelling may be influenced by the sound of the word and mother

tongue spelling conventions.

Can write a small number of copied or learnt words, fixed phrases and very simple (pre-learnt) sentence patterns, usually in an easily
recognisable way. The spelling often reflects the sound of the word and mother tongue spelling conventions.

Makes an attempt to write some words and phrases, but needs support or model to do this correctly.

The message has
little variety and does not make a very informative self-presentation. A few words are unclear: gueopard, padel, boulin, and s/he is unable to
independently adapt the pattern correctly in you (his or her) name is.. otherwise there is not much difficulty understanding the text. The spelling
is generally good (but only the teacher who supervised the writing will know how independent it is!). A few errors occur, such as hourse, birthy.
